On a sunny day, when you travel from the city 
center to the Tama region you can see Mt. Fuji in 
the distance from the taxi window. Savor Japanese 
sake surrounded by nature and stop off at shrines 
and temples to appreciate history.
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This famous temple in Nishitama was built in 
1478. Rokuya Daibutsu is the second largest 
statue of Buddha in Japan. It was completed 
in 2018 and stands 12 meters high. The 
temple grounds are enveloped in nature, and 
flowers and plants decorate the area around 
the statue in each of the four seasons. 

Entakuzan Houkouji Temple Okunitama-jinja Shrine

This shrine has a history of over 1,900 
years and is famous for matchmaking and 
protecting against misfortune. The shrine 
grounds are surrounded by numerous trees. 
It holds a variety of festivals throughout the 
year, including the annual Kurayami Festival.

Explore a little further to the 
popular Kamakura-Shonan area
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Behind the main temple is a magnificent 
bamboo grove, so it’s also well-known as 
the bamboo temple. You can gaze out at the 
bamboo grove right in front of you while 
sampling matcha tea at Kyukoan teahouse. 
Be sure to also see the dry landscape garden 
where you can appreciate different flowers in 
different seasons.

Hokoku-ji Temple

This shrine is famous for being associated 
with Minamoto-no Yoritomo, and the shrine 
grounds are a designated national historic 
site. It’s a must-see when visiting Kamakura as 
it also serves as a symbol of the area. There are 
also facilities such as a museum and cafe on 
shrine grounds.
