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The Ordinance on Dimensions of Road Signs on Metropolitan Roads is hereby
promulgated.
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Ordinance on Dimensions of Road Signs on Metropolitan Roads
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Article 1 This ordinance, based on the provisions of Article 45, paragraph (3) of the
Road Act (Act No. 180 of 1952; hereinafter referred to as the “Act”), establishes the
dimensions of those road signs provided on metropolitan roads which are provided in
Article 3-2 of the Order on Road Signs, Demarcation Lines and Road Markings (Order
of the Prime Minister's Office and Ministry of Construction No. 3 of 1960, hereinafter
referred to as “Sign Order”).
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Article 2 In this Ordinance, the definitions of the terms set forth in each of the
following items are as specified in each respective item:
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(iYMetropolitan road: of the prefectural roads provided in Article 3, item (iii) of the Act,



refers to those for which the Tokyo Metropolitan Government is the road
administrator provided in Article 18, paragraph (1) of the Act; and
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(i)  Limited highways: of the limited highways provided in Article 48-4 of the Act,
refers to limited highways whose intersections with roads, etc. provided in Article
48-3 of the Act are grade-separated intersections;
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(i) Guide sign:  refers to the guide sign referred to in Article 1, paragraph (2) of the
Sign Order;
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(iv) Warning sign: refers to the warning sign referred to in Article 1, paragraph (2) of
the Sign Order;
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(v) Auxiliary sign: of the auxiliary signs referred to in Article 1, paragraph (1) of the
Sign Order, refers to those attached to guide signs and warning signs;
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(vi) Primary signboard: refers to signboards for guide signs and warning signs;

(vii) Auxiliary signboard: refers to signboards for auxiliary signs;
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Article 3 The dimensions of road signs provided for by Ordinances pursuant to the
provisions of Article 45, paragraph (3) of the Act are as provided by the Attached Table.

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The types and numbers of guide signs, warning signs, and auxiliary signs are as
provided in Attached Table 1 of the Sign Order, and their formats are as provided
in Attached Table 2 of the Sign Order.
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(i) Dimensions of primary signboards
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1. For items with dimensions shown in the figure, the dimensions shown (unit
is in centimeters; the same applies hereinafter) are used as the standard.
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2. For guide signs installed on limited highways that display place names, the
horizontal dimension shown in the figure may be enlarged or reduced depending

on the number of characters displaying the place name.
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(i) Guide signs installed on limited highways may be enlarged up to three

times the dimensions shown in the figure.
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(iv) Guide signs indicating "road with designation for deregulated height

limit18?5 ~C - D installed on limited highways may be reduced up to two-thirds of

the dimensions shown in the figure if it is necessary due to the shape of the road
or traffic conditions.
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(v) Warning signs installed on limited highways may be enlarged up to 2.5

times the dimensions shown in the figure.
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(vi) For guide signs indicating “parking lot” installed on roads other than

limited highways, when indicating a symbol for restrooms, the horizontal
dimension shown in the figure may be enlarged up to 2.5 times the dimension

shown in the figure.
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(vii) Guide signs indicating “parking lot,” "prefectural road

(ix) For guide signs indicating “common road name” installed on roads other
than limited highways, the horizontal or vertical dimensions shown in the figure
may be enlarged depending on the number or size of characters displayed.
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(x) Guide signs indicating “common road name” installed on roads other than
limited highways may be enlarged to four-thirds or reduced to two-thirds of the
dimensions shown in the figure (in the case where the horizontal or vertical
dimensions shown in the figure are enlarged pursuant to 9., dimensions shown
in the figure after the relevant enlargement) if it is necessary due to the shape of
the road or traffic conditions.
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(x1) Warning signs installed on roads other than limited highways may each be
enlarged to 1.3 times, 1.6 times, or 2 times the dimensions shown in the figure

or reduced up to two-thirds of the dimensions shown in the figure if it is



necessary due to the shape of the road or traffic conditions.
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(i) Size of characters on guide signs and warning signs
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(1) The sizes of characters and symbols with dimensions shown in the figure
are to be based on the dimensions shown in the figure.

and other equivalent urban limited highways, when indicating symbols
representing routes, the size of the symbol indicating transit routes is to be no
more than 1.6 times the Japanese font size, and the size of the symbol
indicating advance direction routes is to be no more than 0.9 times the Japanese
font size.
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(ix) On guide signs indicating “parking lot” installed on roads other than limited
highways, when indicating a symbol for restrooms, the size of the relevant

symbol is to be no more than 0.7 times the size of the symbol representing the

parking lot.
