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The Ordinance on Standards for Roadside Area Designation is hereby promulgated.
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Ordinance on Standards for Roadside Area Designation
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(Purpose)
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Article 1 The purpose of this Ordinance is to specify standards for roadside area
designation that the Tokyo Metropolitan Government may make on roads managed by
the Tokyo Metropolitan Government (hereinafter referred to as “road(s)”) based on the
provisions of Article 44, paragraph (1) of the Road Act (Act No. 180 of 1952).
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(Partially amended by Ordinance No. 142 of 1999)
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(Standards for Roadside Area Designation)
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Article 2 Standards for roadside area designation are to be no more than one-half
of the total road width for each side of the area adjacent to the road, except in cases
where one of the following items applies:
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(when the center radius is particularly small at bends in the road;
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(i) when there are rows of trees or densely growing trees on the side of the road;
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(i) when there is a high retaining wall, a quarry, or other dangerous environment



adjacent to the road; or
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(iv) beyond what is referred to in each of the preceding items, when the governor
recognizes that there are special circumstances.
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This Ordinance comes into effect as of the date of promulgation.
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Supplementary Provisions (Ordinance No. 142 of 1999)
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This Ordinance comes into effect as of April 1, 2000.
