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The Tokyo Metropolitan Government Ordinance for Promotion of Understanding of and
Dissolution of Eliminating Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities is hereby promulgated.
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Supplementary Provisions
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In 2006, the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities was adopted
for the purpose of promoting, protecting and ensuring the full and equal enjoyment of all human
rights and fundamental freedoms by all persons with disabilities, and promoting respect for their
inherent dignity.
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Subsequently, for execution of the Convention, the Government of Japan advanced development
of domestic laws, such as amendment to the Basic Act for Persons with Disabilities, and
establishment of the Act on Providing Comprehensive Support for the Daily Life and Life in
Society of Persons with Disabilities and the Act for Eliminating Discrimination against Persons
with Disabilities. In 2014, the Government of Japan signed the United Nations Convention on the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities.
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However, even now, due to misunderstanding and prejudices of disabilities and persons with
disabilities as well as lack of a better understanding of the same, persons with disabilities are
treated in an unfair and discriminatory manner for a reason of disabilities and their independence
and social participation are hindered in various scenes of daily lives and social lives.
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In particular, females with disabilities may be discriminated based on the double hardship of
disabilities and gender.
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Discrimination and restriction suffered by persons with disabilities in daily lives and social lives



are imposed upon them due to not only physical and mental disabilities but also various social

barriers and the society is responsible for eliminating these barriers as a whole.
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Diversity is the driving force of development of a city. Based on this recognition, the Tokyo
Metropolitan Government must deepen the understanding of residents of the Tokyo Metropolitan
Government concerning disabilities and persons with disabilities, must eliminate unfair and
discriminatory treatments for a reason of disabilities, and must move along with efforts for
eliminating social barriers through provision of constructive dialogues and reasonable
consideration.
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Based on the philosophies of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities, the Act for Eliminating Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities, and the like,
this Ordinance is hereby established with the aim of realizing a society in which all people that
reside in and visit Tokyo coexist while mutually respecting personalities and individualities without
being discriminated depending upon existence or nonexistence of disabilities.

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Prior ordinances continue to govern the application of penalties to acts committed before the

enforcement of this ordinance.
