(Purpose)
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Article 1 The purpose of this Ordinance is to prevent violent delinquent behavior
that causes considerable public nuisance, and to maintain peaceful existence of Tokyo
residents.
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(Prohibition of Unfair Purchase and Sale of Tickets: Scalper Act)
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Article 2 No person shall purchase or attempt to purchase a train ticket, express
ticket, reserved ticket, sleeping car ticket, or any other item that certifies the right to use
a transportation facility, or an admission ticket, visitor ticket, or any other item that
certifies the right to use a public recreational facility (hereinafter referred to as “tickets,
etc.”), by loitering, following around persons, calling out to persons, distributing flyers or
other documents or pictures, or joining a public queue on a street, park, square, station,
airport, wharf, entertainment facility, or other public places (includes places where
tickets, etc. are sold to the public; hereinafter referred to as “public places”) or on the

trains, automobiles, ships, aircraft or other public transportation (hereinafter referred to



as“public transportation”) for the purpose of reselling them to another unspecified
person, or delivering them to those who have the intention of reselling them to another
unspecified person.
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(2) No person shall sell or attempt to sell a ticket, etc. obtained for the purpose of
resale, to an unspecified person in a public place or on a public transportation, by
loitering, following persons around, calling out to persons, distributing flyers or other
documents or pictures, or exhibiting the ticket, etc.

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(Prohibition of Unfair Provision of Seats: Shobaya Act)
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Article 3 No person shall, in a public place or public transportation, provide an
unspecified person with the benefit of occupying a seat, a position in a queue for
occupying a seat, or a parking space (hereinafter referred to as a “seat, etc.”) in return
for compensation, or attempt to provide an unspecified person with the benefit of
occupying a seat, etc. in return for compensation, by occupying a seat, etc. or following
persons around.

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(Prohibition of Buying Prize Goods)
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Article 4 No person shall buy and collect, or attempt to buy and collect goods that

have been delivered as prizes by a business operator of a game place to a player, by



loitering or following players around at or near a business premises of a game place

(means a game place prescribed in Article 2, paragraph (1), item (iv) of the Act on

Control and Improvement of Amusement Business (Act No. 122 of 1948; hereinafter

referred to as “Amusement Business Act”; the same applies hereinafter) in order to

resell these goods or deliver these goods to those who have the intention of reselling
them.

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(iYtouching someone's body over clothing or over other pieces worn or directly in a
public place or public transportation;

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(a) residences, toilets, baths, changing rooms, and other places where persons are

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(iii) beyond what is set forth in the preceding two items, engaging in obscene

language or behavior toward other persons in public places or public vehicles.
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(2) No person shall loiter or hang around in large numbers in public places or in
public transportation, and speak or act in a manner that causes uneasiness to
passers-by, visitors, passengers, or other members of the public, such as making false
accusations, threatening, or demonstrating the force of an organized crime group
(means an organized crime group as specified in Article 2, item (ii) of the Act on
Prevention of Unjust Acts by Organized Crime Group Members (Act No. 77 of 1991)).
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(3) No person shall commit any act that would cause or encourage disorder in a
public place on the occasion of a festival or entertainment or any other recreational
event where a large number of persons are gathered in a public place, by pushing
persons aside, throwing things, bursting things, etc. without cause.
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(4) No person shall use paint, ink, felt-tip pens, etc., on any structure that is visible to
the public, to display any markings that fall under any of the following items and may
cause uneasiness to persons:
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(iYdisplaying the organization name of motorcycle gangs (means groups formed for the
purpose of committing acts that violate the provisions of Article 68 of the Road Traffic
Act (Act No. 105 of 1960), or forming a group by driving automobiles or motorized

bicycles and committing acts that violate the provisions of Articles 7 and 17, Article



22, paragraph (1), Article 55, Article 57, paragraph (1), Article 62, Article 71, item
(v)-3, or Article 71-2 of the same Act; the same applies in the next item.); or
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(i) displaying shapes used by motorcycle gangs to identify themselves.

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(Prohibition of Stalking)
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Article 5-2 (1) No person shall, without justifiable reason and solely for the purpose of
satisfying feelings of envy, grudge, or other malicious intent toward a specific person,
repeatedly commit any of the acts set forth in any of the following items (excludes acts
of following around, etc. as prescribed in Article 2, paragraph (1) of the Anti-Stalking
Act (Act No. 81 of 2000), acts of obtaining location information without consent, etc. as
prescribed in paragraph (3) of the same Article, and stalking as prescribed in
paragraph (4) of the same Article); in this case, the acts listed in items (i) through (iii)
and (iv) (limited to part pertaining to e-mail transmission, etc. (means e-mail
transmission, etc. as prescribed in Article 2, paragraph (2) of the Anti-Stalking Act; the
same applies hereinafter)) are limited to when they are committed in such a way as to
cause anxiety that physical safety, the peace or reputation of residences, etc. (meaning
the residence, workplace, school, or other place where the person is currently located
or usually located; the same applies hereinafter in this paragraph) will be impaired, or

that freedom of action will be seriously impaired.

(vii) telling the person about a matter that inflicts sexual shame or making them aware
of it; sending documents, pictures, recording media related to electromagnetic
records (means the records created by electronic form, magnetic form, or other forms
that cannot be recognized by human perception, and which are used for information
processing by computers; the same applies hereinafter in this item), or other object
that inflicts sexual shame or making them aware of it, or sending them
electromagnetic records or other record that inflicts sexual shame or making them

aware of it.
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(viii) obtaining, by a method specified by the Rules of the Tokyo Metropolitan
Government Public Safety Commission, location information pertaining to the location
of a location information recording/transmitting device (means a device that has the
function of recording or transmitting location information (means location information
as prescribed in Article 2, paragraph (1), item (i) of the Basic Act on the Advancement
of Utilizing Geospatial Information (Act No. 63 of 2007); the same applies hereinafter
in this item) pertaining to the location of that device, as specified by the Rules of the
Tokyo Metropolitan Government Public Safety Commission; the same applies
hereinafter in this item and the next item) possessed by the person (including a
location information recording/transmitting device that has been subjected to the act
prescribed in the next item), which is recorded or transmitted by that device, without

obtaining the person's consent; or
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(ix) without obtaining the person's consent, attaching a location information

recording/transmitting device to an item possessed by the person, delivering an item
to which a location information recording/transmitting device has been attached, or
committing any other act specified by the Rules of the Tokyo Metropolitan
Government Public Safety Commission as an act that places the device in a condition

where it moves together with the person.

When the Superintendent General of the Tokyo Metropolitan Police or the chief of

the police station receives a request from those who have been harmed by an act that



violates the provisions of the preceding paragraph or their custodian to request
assistance in order to prevent the recurrence of the violation, they may provide
necessary assistance to those who made the request, as specified in the Rules of the
Tokyo Metropolitan Government Public Safety Commission.
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(3) When applying the provisions of this Article, care shall be taken not to unjustly
infringe on the rights of Tokyo residents, and the application of the provisions shall not
deviate from its original purpose and be abused for any other purpose.

(iii) processing or repairing goods, exterminating pests, providing entertainment or
other services without request or consent, and demanding compensation for those
services; or
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(iv) displaying or speaking or acting in a way that significantly misleads the other
party regarding their identity, the contents of the goods, or other facts that will have a
significant impact on the other party's judgment regarding the offer for sales, etc., or
the solicitation by advertisement, etc.
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(2) No person shall engage in sales, etc. to an unspecified person in a public place,
engage in extremely crude or violent behavior that causes anxiety, or process or repair
goods without request or consent and shall not provide entertainment or other services
and relentlessly demand compensation for it.
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(Prohibition of Unfair Touting)
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Article 7 No person shall commit any of the acts set forth below toward an
unspecified person in a public place:
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() touting for viewing, selling or providing obscene shows, goods or acts or shows,
goods or acts masquerading them, or inducing customers by calling out to persons,
distributing or presenting flyers or other documents or pictures;
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(ii) touting or waiting for customers in a manner that is visible to the public in order to
engage in prostitution-like acts;
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(iii) touting or inducing customers by calling out to persons, or distributing or
presenting flyers or other documents or pictures to attract customers with regard to
entertaining them by members of the opposite sex (means the entertainment
prescribed in Article 2, paragraph (3) of the Amusement Business Act; the same
applies hereinafter) and having them eat and drink with alcoholic beverages, or
providing acts masquerading these (when inducing customers, limited to when the
entertainment by the opposite sex pertaining to that inducement is obscene
entertainment that involves touching or providing contact to a person's underwear or
body normally hidden by clothing in order to arouse sexual curiosity.);

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(a) services that involve contacting a person in response to a person's sexual
curiosity (including obscene services that involve touching or providing contact to a
person's underwear or body normally hidden by clothing in order to arouse sexual
curiosity; the same applies hereinafter); or
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(b) services that exclusively provide entertainment to members of the opposite sex
and provide them with alcoholic beverages (excluding those that fall under (a));
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(vi) soliciting a person to be the subject of photographing with a video camera or
other equipment a person’s appearance pertaining to sexual intercourse or sexual
intercourse-like acts, or to acts of touching their own or another person's genitals, etc.
(means the genitals, anus, or nipples; the same applies hereinafter), or of having
another person touch their own genitals, etc., that arouses or stimulates sexual
desire; or
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(vii) beyond what is set forth in the preceding two items, persistently soliciting persons
to engage in services by seizing their bodies or clothes, taking away their belongings,
standing in their way, or following them around, etc.
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(2) No person shall make other persons commit an act that violates the provisions of
the preceding paragraph by offering compensation or promising to offer compensation.
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(3) No person shall wait for a person who is to be the counterparty of touting, etc. in a
manner that is visible to the public for the purpose of touting, etc. in a public place
within the area of Tokyo, designated by the Tokyo Metropolitan Government Public

Safety Commission as having a strong need to control the acts set forth in paragraph 1,

item (i) (limited to touting), item (iii) of the same paragraph (limited to touting pertaining

to obscene entertainment that involves touching or providing contact to a person's
