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The cultivation of emerging managers is essential to provide
attractive financial products and services by various players
and revitalize the asset management business. Japan,
however, has a fewer number of asset managers compared
to the global financial centers of other countries. It also
lacks a sufficient environment, such as that noted in western
countries and Singapore, for institutional investors and others
to have emerging managers handle their funds in order to
cultivate managers.

In addition, as there are few contacts in Tokyo for the asset
managers and domestic institutional investors, the need
to create opportunities for both parties to meet has been
pointed out.

Under these circumstances, in order to promote the
installation of the Emerging Managers Program (EMP) and
interaction between domestic/international asset managers
and domestic institutional investors, a forum will be held in
Tokyo, with domestic institutional investors and domestic/
international asset managers as the target audience, where
the EMP system, the role of institutional investors overseas
as well as the EM training system will be introduced and a
presentation by asset managers will be conducted.

Governor of the Bank of Japan. He served as the Deputy Governor of the
BOJ since March 2013. In his 39 years at the Bank, his main responsibilities
have been crisis management of financial systems and markets focusing on
global systems. He dealt with the homegrown financial crisis of the 1990s. He
headed the exit operation from the Quantitative Easing Policy, a prototypical
unconventional policy that lasted from 2001 to 2006. In addition, he played an
instrumental role in addressing the Global Financial Crisis together with his
peers at major central banks including the FRB.
